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First big flood rebuild nears completion
Motorists should be travelling on a repaired Tweed Valley Way 
across Blacks Drain at South Murwillumbah by the end of 
next week.

The contractor Skeen Constructions Pty Ltd has advised Council 
that it expects to complete line-marking and switch traffic to the 
new road section late next week. The temporary sidetrack and 
traffic lights will then be removed.

Completion of repairs on Tweed Valley Way at Blacks Drain 
marks a significant milestone in Tweed Shire’s flood recovery and 
comes just 11 months after the floods of 31 March 2017 caused 
$28.9 million of damage to shire roads and bridges.

“While 11 months may sound a long time, in terms of repairing 
more than 1100 minor damages and this catastrophic failure of 
a major arterial road, it’s a speedy job,” Manager Infrastructure 
Delivery Tim Mackney said.

“The first four months after the floods we worked to get a preferred 
panel of providers in place so we could cut through some of the red 
tape of contracting out works. Now, this two-stage engagement 
process is paying dividends as road repairs across the shire ramp up.

“From herein, residents can expect a flurry of repair activity 
on our roads.”

Currently Council has let contracts for minor and medium-
sized repairs on 112 roads and expect to let contracts for three 
more bundles of major road and bridge repairs at the March 
Council meeting.

“The next major repair to be undertaken will be the Clothiers 
Creek Road slip, followed closely by the Cudgera Creek Road slip, 
which caused the road to be closed to traffic since the floods,” 
he said.

Other major repairs included in the next bundles are Mount 

Warning, Kyogle, Hogans, Urliup, Farrants, Porters and Manns roads.
The work to repair Tweed Valley Way at Blacks Drain included 

reconstruction of:
•	 two traffic lanes with road shoulders
•	 a pedestrian footpath and fencing
•	 guardrail
•	 a permanent water main 
•	 a permanent sewer rising main, and
•	 drainage infrastructure.

Scour protection of the road embankments adjacent to the 
culvert were also undertaken to reduce the likelihood of failure in 
future flood events.

Some ancillary works and landscaping will see the job 
completed by mid-March.

Tweed Valley Way at Blacks Drain worksite is prepared for kerb and 
gutter installation and then the final asphalt seal will be applied.

Council crack down on 
short-term holiday lets
Council is pursuing legal action against an unapproved 
short-term holiday let at Casuarina as it deals with a spike in 
complaints about unauthorised operators in the shire.

To date this year, Council has begun investigating seven reported 
unauthorised short-term holiday let operations.

“Council compliance officers are obliged to thoroughly 
investigate all seven instances of potentially prohibited or 
unauthorised short-term holiday lets and, if those procedurally 
fair compliance investigations produce substantive evidence 
of unauthorised operations, Council may take legal action in 
the NSW Land and Environment Court,” Director Planning and 
Regulation Vince Connell said.

“Our compliance officers are reporting a widespread lack of 
knowledge among property owners on the current statutory 
planning restrictions on short-term holiday lets and the relevant 
approvals processes they need to follow.”

The Tweed Local Environmental Plan 2014 precludes short-
term holiday accommodation in specific residential zones 
including R1 – General Residential, R2 – Low Density Residential, 
R5 – Large Lot Residential, B1 – Neighbourhood Centre, B5 – 
Business Development, B7 – Business Park, and IN1 – General 
Industrial zone.

Short-term holiday lets require a Development Application (DA) 
approval in R3 – Medium Density Residential, B2 – Local Centre, 
B3 – Commercial Core, and B4 – Mixed Use zones.

Property owners seeking to establish a short-term holiday 
let should first check on Council’s current planning controls by 
visiting Council’s website or its Administrative Centre at either 
Murwillumbah or Tweed Heads.

The New South Wales Government is yet to determine its 
broader policy position on short term holiday lets.

Rail trail gets approval
Tweed Shire Council has resolved to accept the offer of 
$6.5 million in Federal grant funding to construct the 
24-kilometre long Murwillumbah to Crabbes Creek section  
of the rail trail project, with a number of safeguards put in 
place to ensure the rail corridor remains.

With the Federal grant funds adding to the $6.5 million already 
committed by the NSW Government last August, the Tweed Valley 
Rail Trail project is fully funded.  

Last Thursday’s decision requires the Council to call tenders for 
the design and construction of the rail trail on the current track 
formation but will also allow the opportunity for contractors pricing 
the project to put forward proposals to construct the rail trail 
beside the train tracks, preserving the tracks. With conjecture in 
the community over the feasibility and cost of this alternative, the 
decision will provide the opportunity to resolve the issue.

In addition to this, Council resolved to seek an annual 
contribution from the State Government to fund operations and 
maintenance of the regional tourism facility and Council will 
advocate that a Trust be established to oversee governance and 
management if the trail eventually extends beyond the Tweed.

The resolution also included the following wording about 
safeguards:

“To ensure that appropriate legislation is in place that would:
i.	 Maintain the corridor in public ownership in perpetuity  

for exclusive use as a Rail Trail, for the Return of Rail or 
public transport

ii.	 Allow under lease or license to the Trust uses 
complementary to the success of the Rail Trail (for  
example rail carriages used on parts of the disused line 
that would add character and services to the rail trail such 
as a coffee cart, art and craft, bike hire, accommodation, 
etc) and that income derived from these be quarantined 
for maintenance of the Rail Trail, Corridor and associated 
infrastructure (former stations).

iii.	 Require an Act of Parliament as opposed to Ministerial 
approval for the sale of any part of the corridor.”

Driverless electric carts will be investigated as an alternative 
tourism opportunity and Council will write to Elon Musk and Tesla 
“to gauge his and their interest in support of such a proposal”.

Kingscliff park gets a worthy name
The new central foreshore park in Kingscliff has been named 
in honour of a former local surf life saver who lost his life 
serving in Afghanistan. 

The park has been named Rowan Robinson Park in tribute to the 
popular Kingscliff High School graduate and Cudgen Headland Surf 
Life Saving Club patrol member. 

Sapper Robinson was killed by insurgents on his second tour  
of Afghanistan on 6 June 2011 and according to his wishes his 
ashes were scattered out near the Kingscliff bommies where he 
loved to surf. 

Away from the beach Rowan was a talented singer and guitarist 
as well as a gifted athlete across a variety of sports, attending 
regional competitions for swimming, cross country, basketball  
and athletics. 

A particular highlight of his sporting career came in the Grand 
Final of the NSW State Rugby Knockout Championship where he 

scored three tries to lead Kingscliff High School to victory. 
The idea to name the park in his honour was put forward  

by a number of people in the community after calls went  
out from Council in November for suggestions for the new  
park’s name. 

Another popular suggestion, Dreamtime Park, was rejected 
by the Aboriginal Advisory Committee as it was not a traditional 
name, however a commitment has also been made by Council to 
acknowledge the local Goodjinburra Clan in some way. 

In their letter suggesting the name, the Returned and Services 
League – Kingscliff Sub Branch, who have been requested to 
prepare a plaque for installation in the park, said there could not be 
a more worthy choice. 

“The proposal is not about honouring war, it is about honouring 
the life of a young local lad who lost his life after serving his 
country, and his connection to Kingscliff.”

The new Kingscliff park has been named after local veteran, Sapper Rowan Robinson.



Living and Loving the Tweed

Illegally dumped chemical splashes workers
The worst possible consequences of illegal dumping were 
almost realised in a recent incident where three Tweed Shire 
Council employees were lucky to escape with minor injuries.

The staff members were splashed with and inhaled fumes from 
a chemical, thought to be hydrochloric acid, while removing an 
illegally dumped pile of rubbish along Clothiers Creek Road.

Council’s Manager Infrastructure Delivery Tim Mackney said 
the incident, which occurred just prior to Christmas, could have 
resulted in tragic outcomes for those involved.

“All of our staff are educated about safety procedures but 
clearly, in this case, the workers were put into a highly dangerous 
situation by the irresponsible actions of someone dumping this 
toxic substance illegally,” Mr Mackney said.

“Thankfully on this occasion these workers avoided severe 
injuries but that doesn’t alter the fact that this substance could 
have been taken to the tip by the residents and disposed of safely 
for free – which would have avoided all risks.”

Tweed residents can take up to 20 litres of household chemicals 
to the permanent chemical collection facility at Stotts Creek 
Resource Recovery Centre for free, all-year-round.

The chemical involved in the incident, was stored in a plain, 
white, five-litre plastic container with no warning labels.

On inspection after the incident the container was found to be 
bubbled and showed signs of chemical reaction.

Council’s Coordinator Waste Management Rod Dawson said the 
number of illegal dumping issues they have been dealing with are 
stretching Council resources.

“We don’t have crews standing by to pick up illegally dumped 
rubbish, which means these workers are pulled off other jobs,” 
Mr Dawson said.

Products such as pesticides, herbicides and poisons, solvents 
and household cleaners, pool chemicals, acids and alkalis and 
hobby chemicals are accepted at Stotts Creek and then sent away 
to be processed safely, with some broken down and recycled for 
use in other products.

Cudgera Creek Road motorists dicing with danger
Council has issued a warning to motorists to stop moving  
the barriers on Cudgera Creek Road and traversing the  
very dangerous section closed to traffic since the March  
2017 floods.

The section is unstable and could slip at any time.
Council has written to all residents on the road advising them 

that it is illegal to tamper with road signs and barriers and an 
offence to travel past a ‘road closed’ sign.

Someone continues to move the 2.5-tonne concrete 
barriers blocking the road, allowing vehicles to enter the very 
dangerous section.

“Motorists are unaware of the danger they are putting 
themselves, their passengers and other road users in,” 
Manager Infrastructure Delivery Tim Mackney said.

“While it may appear that one lane is still trafficable, the 
concrete pipe under the road is fractured and in imminent 
danger of collapse. It also has been displaced and the road 
above has failed.

“If the road collapses under the weight of a vehicle, the person 
responsible for pushing the barriers out of the way could face 
serious criminal charges. But, the graver consequence would be 
the fate of the people in the vehicle. We cannot say this strongly 
enough. The closed section of road could slip at any time.”

Council’s insurers will not accept any claims arising from 
motorists travelling on this section of road. Further, most motorist’s 
insurance policies would also become void once a vehicle enters 
this closed section.

The concrete barriers were pushed out of the way again last 
week, and again replaced by Council.

“If the concrete barriers are moved again, we will excavate  
the section of road so vehicles cannot cross it,” Mr Mackney said. 
“But we do not want to take this action as it will cause further 
damage and add more time and cost to its repair.”

To repair this road slip requires significant geotechnical 
investigation and design work before construction can begin. 
Also, the funding available through Natural Disaster Relief 
and Recovery Arrangements requires Council to use external 
contractors if it is going to recoup the costs of that repair, and 
this prolongs the time it takes to get repair crews on site.

Contractor offers to repair this section closed last 
Wednesday (14 February) and Council expects to award the 
contract at its March meeting. Then, it will take at least two 
months to do the geotechnical investigations and design before 
workers can get on to the road to fix it permanently.

This repair is the priority in Bundle 6 of Council’s flood 
road repairs.

“So until then, please take the extra time and travel the long 
route as this section of road is extremely dangerous.”

Murwillumbah CBD car 
space amnesty ends soon
Entrepreneurs considering establishing a business  
or expanding a business in Murwillumbah have just  
three months to take advantage of Council’s three  
car-parking space amnesty on their assessed car  
parking contribution.

Following the March 2017 flood, Council granted an amnesty 
on business development applications in the CBD for three car 
parking spaces to stimulate flood recovery and help the town 
get back on its feet.

The amnesty was capped at three car parking spaces to 
favour small business, which forms the economic backbone 
of Murwillumbah.

Under the amnesty, development applications lodged before 
1 June 2018 do not have to provide up to three car parking 
spaces or make a financial contribution to Council in lieu of 
providing up to three car parking spaces.

Businesses wanting to set up in Prospero Street, South 
Murwillumbah, which is not subject to the payment of  
car-parking contributions, will not have to provide parking 
spaces for up to three vehicles.

The amnesty, which could amount to a saving of about 
$50,000, also applies to premises subject to a change of use.

Since the amnesty was announced, Council has  
received one development application which may achieve 
the concession.

A further 10 enquiries regarding the parking concession  
have been made.

Flood memories in print
Almost 12 months on from the largest flood to hit the Tweed 
Valley region in recorded history, Murwillumbah artist Rob 
Olver will exhibit his photographs documenting the flood and 
its aftermath at Tweed Regional Gallery & Margaret Olley 
Centre from Friday 2 March to 20 May 2018.

Tweed Regional Gallery Director Susi Muddiman OAM said 
Mr Olver had captured the destruction of the natural and built 
environment and the strength and resilience of the local community 
using black-and-white medium-format film.

“Rob has skillfully approached this tragic event with sensitivity 
and beauty,” Ms Muddiman said.

Mr Olver, who spent time shovelling mud in South Murwillumbah, 
said he was deeply affected by the scale of this natural disaster.

“Mixed with this were wonderful stories of humanity, community 
and caring” Mr Olver said.

“Strangers turned up and asked if they could help and brought 
Anzac biscuits or offered laundry services to affected families.

“About five days after the flood I began taking photographs, 
partly as a way of understanding my own response to the 
traumatic event.”

Mr Olver’s photographs depict the remnants of the flood; 
the subtle marks left on the land, such as debris washed up 
against fencing; and, humorous words of encouragement to 
‘just keep swimming’.

Of Rivers and Floods is both a commemoration of the flood and 
celebration of the community that came together in its aftermath.

All are welcome to attend the official opening on Friday 2 March 
2018 at 6pm with guest speaker artist Heather Matthew.

The exhibition will be opened alongside Abstraction: celebrating 
Australian women abstract artists and Nicola Hooper: ZOONOSES.

Any person may, during the above period, make a written submission to the 
General Manager of Council. It should also be noted that Council has adopted 
a policy whereby, on request, any submission including identifying particulars 
will be made public. Council will give consideration to the ‘Public Interest’ and 
requests for confidentiality by submitters in determining access to submission 
letters. However, the provisions of the Government Information (Public Access) 
Act 2009 – GIPAA may result in confidential submissions being released to an 
applicant. Any submission objecting to the proposed development must state 
the ground upon which such objection is made.

A disclosure is required to be made in a statement accompanying the relevant 
development or planning application by a person who makes the application. 
In addition, a person who makes a written submission either objecting to or 
supporting a relevant development or planning application must also make a 
disclosure if the person has made a reportable political donation.
